The Membership and Marketing committee believes that because the X9 membership includes a large number of associations and organizations it is not necessary and could prove detrimental to create special alliances with one over another association or organization.  

The X9 organization/association is itself unique in one major aspect from all its member organizations, and that is because of its ANSI accreditation, permitting X9 to develop national financial industry standards and participate and vote in the development of international standards (and adopt those standards as national). 

The major concerns of Membership and Marketing are that any of the 18 (as of 12/2005) associations or organizations (IRS - 501, 503 or 506) could request the same treatment. Those organizations now use, promote, educate and site X9 standards without any special alliances other than their X9 participation and membership and they do this because X9 standards are American National Standards.
